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Presidentõs Report

As 2010 comes to a close, the ice covers the lake and weôve already had our first major snow storm ï complete with 

snow days for the kids.  Like many of you, we have picked up our snowmobiles from summer storage, and decorated 

for the holidays in preparation for enjoying winter with our family and friends.  Rick and I also welcomed a new grand-

son, Tyler Christopher, before dawn on December 16th -- a wonderful early Christmas gift to our family.   I hope that all 

my Lake Sherwood friends and neighbors also experience special joy this holiday season. 

 

While winter ice on the lake gives our members opportunities for cold weather fun, it also attracts folks from outside our 

Association.  The ice fishermen, who catch (and usually keep) the fish we pay for with our membership dues have been 

a growing problem for a number of years, now, with some of them also drinking to excess and leaving trash on the ice.  

While Lake Sherwood has always had ice fishing rules, they have been hard to enforce.  This year, we have imple-

mented a new process for limiting ice fishing to our members and their guests (see page ___).  The process we have 

adopted is modeled on the one used at our ñsisterò lake, Lake Shannon.  We expect this new process to improve our 

ability to control trespassers poaching our fish and trashing our lake during the winter months, resulting in better winter 

fun for our members.   

 

2010 has been an eventful ï and productive -- year for Lake Sherwood Association.  The roads serving over half the 

homes in the neighborhood have been repaved, and work has begun on replacing the old subdivision entrance signs.  

Between the new signs and the repaved roads, by next summer, Lake Sherwood will look better than a brand new subdi-

vision.  It took several years, and many hours of volunteer effort, to launch each of these important neighborhood im-

provement projects.   Everyone should be sure to thank Andy Sarkisian and the team of 30 volunteers who spent over 

two years gathering petition signatures and shepherding the  paving SAD process, first through the Road Commission 

and, finally, through Commerce Township. Also, kudos to the Sign Committee, chaired by Sandy Weber, for develop-

ing a unique and timeless sign design that will provide a distinctive gateway to our community for decades to come.  

Once again, Lake Sherwoodôs outstanding volunteers get the job done! 
 

I have been pleased to see so many of you at our general membership meetings this past year and actively participating 

in the decisions of the Association, in person or by proxy.  Our October 20th  meeting was especially well attended and 

informative with an excellent presentation by Commerce Township Fire Chief Joe Schornack, Firefighter/EMT Shawn 

Tretinik, and Firefighter/Paramedic Marcus Leece.  There was an excellent discussion of the challenges they faced bat-

tling the two recent major fires in our neighborhood, with all three answering membersô questions afterward.   For those 

of you who couldnôt make it, the firefighters have written an article, with recommendations and safety tips, which ap-

pears in this edition of The View.

Laurie Karlow has been elected to Paulôs post as 

Area 5 Rep for the two year term beginning in January, 2011.  Rob Kondoff, Area 3 Rep, will be the new chair of the 

Safety Committee.   Bill Crafts, Area 1 Rep, also decided not to run for re-election, and Steve Biebel (who lives in Area 

1 and has been Area 11 Rep) was elected Area 1Rep.  Steve OôLeary was elected as the new Area 11 Rep.  Finally,
